The manuscript entitled “Enhancement of melanocortin-4 receptor (MC4R) and constancy of kiss1 mRNAs expression in hypothalamic arcuate nucleus in a of polycystic ovary syndrome” has been seen and approved by all authors and is not under active consideration for publication, It has neither been accepted for publication, nor published in another journal fully or partially (except in abstract form). 
Polycystic ovary syndrome (PCOS) is one of the most important women endocrine disorders in reproductive age which its prevalence in women is 5.6%. Findings of the present study show new information about constant light model of induction of PCOS which can induce alterations of MC4R and has no effect on Kiss1 expression in hypothalamus. These findings clarify new pathway for pathogenesis of PCOS and opens a window for further research on hypothalamus role in the physiopathology of PCOS.
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
