I am submitting a manuscript for consideration of publication in Journal of Galen Medical Journal. The manuscript is entitled “Serum lipids and CVD mortality in an Iranian population: Joint modeling of longitudinal and survival data in TLGS cohort” which includes three tables and one figure.

In present study, the association between change of total Cholesterol, LDL-C, and HDL-C and time during a follow-up of 15 years has been investigated on time to death from CVD in a cohort of 4,148 individuals. This study revealed that all lipid markers change with aging. In addition, we observed that total Cholesterol, LDL-C and HDL-C are predictor of CVD mortality in women but only total Cholesterol is a predictor of CV mortality in men.
